Though we were
discouraged at first, we were reminded
of Jesus’ Parable of the Great Banquet
in Matthew 22, where he says, “Go to
the street corners and invite to the
banquet anyone you find.” So we went
to the streets and welcomed everyone
in! We ended up providing a meal

for 91 people, and over half of them
became new believers.

A new member of the family!
Richard was born and raised in the
city. He has no family or children
and has gone through challenging
times in his life. He heard the music
from the street and came over to
the festival, curious about what was
happening. The BMX riders were
performing, and he loved it! Richard
stayed for the message and listened
to Reid share the Gospel. Afterward,
he prayed with Reid, committed his
life to Christ, and was overcome with
a sense of peace and joy!
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Heaven is rejoicing! After receiving an
invitation from a friend at his school, Elboy
came by himself to see what the festival was
about. Elboy’s life changed forever when he
found the peace of Christ during the altar
call and entrusted the burdens of his life

and family to the Lord. A volunteer quickly
approached him, celebrating his new life in
Christ and welcoming him as a new disciple!

They've never seen anything like this
before! During the week in Roxas City,
we had the spontaneous opportunity
to do an outreach at the local mall.
The Korean band HisPop drew a
huge crowd, and we were able to give
out 2,000 tickets to the festival that
weekend.
